· The Dr. D. Y. Patil Vidyapeeth, Pune is a ‘Public Authority’ under Section 2 (h) (d) of the Right to Information Act, 2005.

· As a Public Authority, the Dr. D. Y. Patil Vidyapeeth, Pune, through this Information Manual, attempts to furnish information to fulfill all its obligations under the Act.

(Deputy Registrar, Assistant Registrar, Law Officer, etc.)

· Powers and Duties of the Officers

         (i)  Chancellor
(a) The Chancellor, by virtue of his office, shall be the head of the University and when present shall preside over the Convocation of the University and over the meetings of its authorities. 
(b) The Chancellor may, after reviewing all facts and taking into consideration the recommendations of the Vice Chancellor, suspend or modify any resolution or order or proceedings of any authority, which in his opinion is not in the interest of the University or not in conformity with the Rules.

(c) Where power is conferred upon the Chancellor to nominate persons to authorities, the Chancellor shall to the extent necessary nominate to represent the various interests for the furtherance of the objects of the University.

    (ii) Vice-Chancellor

(a) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the principal and executive officer of the University, and its academic head, and shall exercise general supervision or control over the affairs of the University and implement the decision of all the authorities of the University.

(b) The Vice-Chancellor may, if he is of the opinion that immediate action is called for on any matter, exercise any power conferred upon any authority of the University under the Memorandum of Association and the Rules and  Bye-laws, and take such action or proceed to take such action, as he deems is necessary. He shall inform the concerned authority, at its next meeting, of the action taken by him.


Provided that if the authority concerned as mentioned in clause (i) above is of the opinion that such action ought not to have been taken, it may refer the matter to the Chancellor whose decision thereon shall be final. 


Provided further that any person in the service of the University is aggrieved by the action taken by the Vice-Chancellor under the said clause he shall have the right to appeal against such action to the Board of Management within 30 days from the date on which such action is communicated to him and thereupon the Board of Management may confirm, modify or reverse the action taken by the Vice-Chancellor.

(c) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the ex-officio Chairman of the Board of Management, the Academic Council and the Finance Committee.

(d) It shall be the duty of the Vice-Chancellor to ensure that the Memorandum of Association, the Rules, Bye-laws and Regulations of the University are duly observed and implemented and he shall have all the powers in this regard.

(e) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise general control over the affairs of the University and shall be mainly responsible for implementation of the decisions of the various authorities of the University.

(f) All powers relating to the proper maintenance and discipline of the University shall be vested in the Vice-Chancellor.

(g) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform such other functions as may be prescribed by the Regulations. 

(h) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise all other powers as may be delegated to him by the Board of Management.

(i) The Vice-Chancellor shall have the powers to re-delegate some of his powers to any of his subordinate officers with the concurrence and approval of the Board of Management.

(j) The Vice-Chancellor shall have the power to convene the meeting of the various bodies of the University.

(k) The Vice–chancellor shall appoint, on the recommendation of duly constituted Selection Committees, Professors, Associate Professors / Readers, Assistant Professors / Lecturers, Assistant Lecturers, Tutors, Residents & other academic and administrative staff as may be necessary.

(iii) Pro-Vice-Chancellor
(a) Pro-Vice-Chancellor shall be responsible for the duties allotted to him specifically by the Vice Chancellor with the approval of the Board of Management.
(b) Pro-Vice-Chancellor shall preside over the meeting of the Authorities of the University in the absence of the Vice Chancellor.
(iv) 
Deans of Faculties
(a) There shall be a Dean for each Faculty in the University. He shall be an academic officer of the University and shall be responsible for implementation of the academic policies approved by the Academic Council in respect of academic development, maintenance of standards of teaching and research, and the training of teachers within his faculty.

(b) The Dean of Faculty shall be nominated by the Vice Chancellor, from amongst the Professors in the Faculty, after taking into consideration seniority as Professor and administrative experience.

(c) The Dean shall convene meetings of the faculty, as and when required, in consultation with the Vice-Chancellor and shall preside over the same.  He shall provide leadership in formulating the policies and development programme of the faculty and present the same to the appropriate authorities for their consideration.

(d) The Dean shall be responsible for the academic development of the faculty and shall ensure proper implementation of the decisions of the Board of Management, Academic Council, the Board of Examinations, Board of Studies (in respect of his faculty) and his/her faculty.

(e) Subject to the superintendence, direction and control of the Vice-Chancellor, the Dean shall, after taking such advice as he thinks necessary, decide upon the grievance of students regarding the enrolment, eligibility, migration. Scholarships, studentships or free-ships, grant of terms, admission to examinations.

(f) The Dean shall enquire, on being directed by the Academic Council, into  malpractice related to any academic programme in his faculty by a  Department, affiliated or / and report the findings to the Academic Council.

(g) The Dean shall prepare proposals for the award of fellowships, scholarships and other distinctions in his faculty for submission to the Academic Council.

(v) 
Registrar

(a) The Registrar shall be the Chief Administrative Officer of the University. He shall work directly under the superintendence, direction and control of the Vice-Chancellor.

(b) The Registrar shall be ex-officio Secretary of the Board of Management, the Academic Council, Planning and Monitoring Board, but shall not be deemed to be a member of any of these, authorities.

(c) The Registrar shall be the appointing and the disciplinary authority of the employees of the University other than the teachers, non-vacation academic staff and officers of the rank of Assistant Registrar and other officers holding posts equivalent thereto or above. An appeal by a person aggrieved by the decision of the Registrar may be preferred within thirty days from the date of communication of such decision, to the Vice-Chancellor.

(d)  The Registrar shall perform the following duties:

(i) Act as custodian of the records, the common seal of the University and such other property of the University as the Board of Management may commit to his charge.

(ii) Conduct the official correspondence on behalf of the authorities of the University.

(iii) Issue notices convening meeting of the authorities of the University and all Committees and Sub-Committees appointed by any of these authorities.

(iv) Keep the minutes of the meeting of all the authorities of the University and of all the Committees and Sub-Committees appointed by any of these authorities.

(v) Represent the institute in suits or proceeding by or against the University, sign powers of attorney and perform pleadings or depute his representatives for this purpose.

(vi) Enter into agreements, sign documents and authenticate on behalf of the University.

(vii) Hold in special custody books and documents of the University.

(viii) Safeguard and maintain the buildings, gardens, office, canteen, cars and other vehicles, laboratories, libraries, reading rooms, Equipment and other properties of the University.

(ix) Prepare and update the Handbook of the Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations approved by the authorities, bodies or committees from time to time, and make them available to all the respective members of the authorities and officers of the University.                         
(x) Perform such other duties as may be specified in the Rules and Bye-laws of the University or as may be specified by the Board of Management or the Vice-chancellor from time to time.
 (vi) 
Controller of Examinations

(a) The Controller of' Examinations shall be the principal officer-in-charge of the conduct of examinations and tests of the University and declaration of their results. He shall discharge his functions under the superintendence, direction and guidance of the Board of Examinations. He shall work directly under the control of the Vice- Chancellor.

(b) The Controller shall be the non-member Secretary of the Board of Examinations and of the committees appointed by the board.  He shall be responsible for prompt and proper implementation of their decisions. 

(c) Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of Sub-section the                               Controller of Examinations shall be responsible for making all arrangements necessary for holding examinations and declaration of results. It shall be his responsibility to:

(i) Prepare and announce in advance the calendars of examinations;

(ii) Arrange for printing of question papers and maintain their secrecy;

(iii) Arrange to get performance of the candidates at the examinations properly   assessed and process the results;

(iv) Arrange for the timely publication of results of examinations and other test;

(v) Postpone or cancel examinations, after consultations with the Registrar and Vice Chancellor, in the event of malpractices or if the circumstances so warrant, and take disciplinary action or initiate any civil or criminal proceedings against any person or a group of persons or a college or an institution alleged to have committed malpractices, in consultation with, or on the advice of the Vice-Chancellor.

(vi) Take disciplinary action where necessary, against the candidates, paper-setters, examiners, moderators or any other persons connected with examinations and found guilty of malpractices in relation to the examinations, in consultation with Vice-Chancellor;

(vii) Review from time to time, the results, of university examinations and forward reports thereon to the Academic Council.
(d) The Controller shall exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as may   be prescribed or assigned to him, from time to time, by the Board of Examinations.

(vii) Finance Officer

 
The duties of the Finance Officer shall be to:
 (a) 
Exercise supervision over the funds of the University and advise the Vice- Chancellor as regards the finances of the University.

 (b) 
Prepare annual estimates and statements of account for submission to the Finance Committee and the Board of Management
(c)
Hold and manage the funds, property and investments trust and endowed   property for furthering any of the objects of the University.

(d) 
Ensure that the limits fixed in the budget estimates of the University for recurring expenditure for a year are not exceeded, and that all allocations are expended for the purposes for which they are granted or allocated.

(e)
Keep watch on the state of the cash and bank balances and of investment.

(f)
Keep watch on the progress of collection of revenue and advise the Vice-Chancellor on the methods to be employed for collection;

(g)

Have the accounts of the institute audited annually.

(h)
Ensure that the registers of buildings, land, equipment and machinery, are maintained up-to-date and that the stock taking of equipments and other consumable materials in all offices, colleges, workshops and stores of the University is conducted annually.

(i) 
Propose to the Vice-Chancellor that explanation be called for expenditure or other financial irregularities from any academic member of the committees, subcommittees and individual of University.

(j)
Propose to the Registrar that explanation be called from any non-academic member for unauthorised expenditure or irregularities if any particular and recommend disciplinary action against the person at fault;

(k) 
Call for from any office, centre, laboratory, college, department of the University, for any information and returns that he thinks necessary for the proper discharge of his financial responsibilities; and

(l) 
Exercise such other powers, perform such other duties, and discharge such other financial functions assigned to him by the Vice-Chancellor or are prescribed by the Bye-laws.

 (viii)  Principals

(a)
The Principal shall be the administrative and academic head of the college and shall work under the overall supervision and guidance of the Vice Chancellor.

(ix) 
Heads of Departments

(a) The Head of Department shall be responsible for the proper conduct of the teaching, research and other academic activities and also for efficient administration and maintenance of discipline in the Department in his / her charge. He / She shall be fully empowered to take whatever steps he / she may deem proper in that behalf provided they are not inconsistent with the Rules, Bye-laws, Directions and Orders. If the Head of a Department is, by force of circumstances, required to take some drastic or extraordinary step to maintain discipline, he shall immediately report it to the Dean / Principal / Director / Registrar / Vice-Chancellor. 

(b) The Head of a Department shall transact all routine business in connection with the Department as generally and / or specifically directed by Vice-Chancellor / Dean / Principal / Director / Registrar.

(c) With regard to day-to-day work and discipline, the Head of department shall have administrative and academic control over all the employees working in the Department. 

(d) The Head of a Department shall submit to the Dean / Principal / Director / Registrar / Vice-Chancellor, a detailed report on the working of his / her Department at the end of the academic year. Such a report shall also include the academic and other programmes for the following year for approval. 

(e)  The Head of a Department shall submit, along with recommendation, all proposals or research and publication to be undertaken by members of the staff of his / her Department as well as application for all kinds of leave excluding casual leave to the Dean / Principal / Director for his / her sanction.   

(x) 
Deputy Registrar

(a) The Deputy Registrar shall be personally responsible for the smooth conduct   and working of his section, for the allotment of work to the Assistant Registrar and other supporting staff, who shall be directly responsible to him.

(b) Minutes or records of advice, opinion or recommendations made by an officers during the decision making process prior to the executive decision or policy formulation and the information, the disclosure of which may harm frankness and condor of internal discussions including inter-departmental notes, correspondence and papers containing advise or opinion as also of projections and assumptions relating to internal policy analysis.

(c) Provide all such records and information shall be made available to public after an    executive decision is taken or policy formulated.

(d) Internal Departmental Correspondence.

(e) Correspondence & reports to be submitted to Ministry, UGC, AICTE, Government   etc.

(f) Liaison and follow-up with printers and advertising agencies in respect of producing       information brochures, folders, forms, annual report etc.

(g) Guiding Assistant Registrar (Academic) and Assistant Registrar (Administration) 

(xi)  Assistant Registrar (Academic)

(a) To organize the Meetings of the Boards of Studies / Faculties / Academic Council / Planning & Monitoring Board, on the advice of Dean and concerned chairperson and to check implementations of discussions held. 

(b) To process the approval of teachers.
(c) To ensure qualifications, experience and eligibility for various teaching posts 
(d) To organise the trainings & Workshops for teachers, on the advice of the respective head.
(e) To suggest suitable measures for improvement of teachers from its constituent colleges / institutes and university teachers as per the guidelines from the respective Statutory Councils.
(f) To check and process the eligibility of the students.
(g) To provide inputs for meetings of the various authorities / committees of the University.
(h) To record verbal discussions, orders and instructions which shall be attested by the Registrar.
(i) To prepare the proposals for establishment of new college / institute or starting of new academic programmes under the ambit of the University. 
(j) To prepare academic calendar for various programmes, on the advice of respective head of department.
(k) To prepare drafts of bye-laws regarding academic matters.
(xii) Assistant Registrar (Administration) 
(a) To correspond with various parties in administrative matters.

(b) To organise & co-ordinate the meetings of various authorities, bodies,  committees and subcommittees.
(c) To maintain all records.

(d) To update the University website as and when required as per the instructions received from various departments and constitute colleges.

(e) To recommend and introduce, latest and affordable, Hi-tech technologies into the University and constitute colleges to keep pace with time; that in turn encourages faster communication.

(f) To keep leave record of the staff.

(g) To maintain service book of the staff.

(h) Development of information on the basis of official records and references received from other institutions.

(xiii) Assistant Registrar (Examination)

(a) To organize necessary data for making arrangements for holding examinations

(b) To prepare panel of examiners, paper-setters and moderators on the advice of the respective head.

(c) To organize meetings of the Board of Examinations and to give inputs for meetings of the Academic Council and the Board of Examinations
(d) To prepare budget for conducting various theory and  practical examinations and entrance tests
(e) To maintain all kinds of correspondence of the section 
(f)  Any other work assigned to him from time to time
(xiv)  Assistant Registrar (Finance)

(a) To prepare Financial Estimates (Budget) for every financial year.

(b) To prepare Annual Accounts, i.e., Income & Expenditure Accounts and Balance    Sheets

(c) To prepare Fund Flow Statements

(d) To organize financial records properly and to forward it to the Finance Officer and other Officers

a. Note :    The Vice-Chancellor is the Chairman of the Board of Management, Planning           and  Monitoring Board,  Academic Council,  Finance Committee  and  the Board of  Examinations.

Powers and Functions

· Board of Management

The Board of Management shall be the principal executive body of the University. It shall have, in addition to the powers vested in it, the following powers:

i. To manage and administer the revenues and properties of the University and to              conduct all administrative affairs of the University not otherwise specifically provided for.

ii. To create teaching and academic posts, to determine number, qualifications and cadres there of as approved by the University Grants Commission and the emoluments of such posts in consultation with the Finance Committee.

iii. To lay down, in consultation with the Academic Council, the duties and conditions of service of the Professors, Associate Professors, Asst. Professors, Asst. Lecturers, Tutors, residents and other academic staff maintained by the University. 

iv. To provide for appointment of Visiting Fellows and Visiting Professors.

v. To create administrative ministerial and other necessary posts in terms of the cadres laid down or otherwise and to make necessary arrangement for carrying on the functions of the officers proceeding on leave during their absence.

vi. To grant leave of absence to the Vice –Chancellor or any other officer of the University and to make necessary arrangements for carrying on the functions of the officers proceeding on leave during their absence.

vii. To regulate and enforce discipline among the employees of the University and to take appropriate disciplinary action on the recommendation of appropriate disciplinary committee.

viii. To manage and regulate the finance, accounts, investment, property and all other administrative affairs of the institute and for that purpose to appoint such agent or agents as it may deem fit.

ix. To entertain and adjudicate upon and, if thought fit, to redress any grievance of the employees and students of the University.

x. To select an emblem and to have a common seal for the University to be kept with Registrar and use of such seal.

xi. To institute Fellowships (including Travelling Fellowships, Scholarships and Studentships), Medals and Prizes in accordance with the bye-laws to be framed for the purpose.

xii. To stipulate and receive payment of fees and other charges.

xiii. To appoint such committees for such purpose and with such powers as the Board of Management may think fit and to co-opt. such persons on these committees as it think fit.

xiv. To appoint auditors for the ensuing year and approve their remuneration (or fees) on recommendation of financial committee.

xv. To open account or accounts of the University with any one or more scheduled banks to lay down the procedures for operating the same.

xvi. To manage the finances, accounts, investments and movable property business and all other administrative affairs of the University.

xvii. To issue appeals for funds for carrying out the objectives of the University. 

xviii. To receive, consistent with the objectives of the University, and in accordance with provisions thereon, grants, donations, contributions, gifts, prizes, scholarships, fees and other moneys, to give grants and donations, to award prizes, scholarships etc.

xix. To purchase, take on lease or accept as gift or otherwise any land or buildings or works which may be necessary or convenient for the purpose of the University and. on such terms and conditions as it may deem fit and proper and to construct or alter and maintain any such buildings or works.

xx. To draw and accept and make and endorse discount and negotiate with “Government of India and other promissory notes, bills and exchange, cheques or other negotiable instruments.

xxi. To transfer or accept transfers of any movable property on behalf of the University.

xxii. To advise holding trustees (if any) on matters regarding acquisition, management and disposal of any immovable property on behalf of the University.
xxiii. To provide building or buildings, premises, furniture fittings, equipment appliances and other facilities required for carrying on the work of the University.

xxiv. To execute in consultation with holding trustees conveyance, transfer, government securities, reconveyances, mortgagees, leases, bonds, licences and agreements in respect of property, movable or immovable belonging to the University or to be acquired for the purposes of the, University.

xxv. To appoint, in order to execute an instrument or transact any business of University any person as attorney of the University with such powers as it may deem fit.

xxvi. To raise and borrow, in consultation with the holding trustees (if any), money on bonds mortgages, promissory notes or other obligations or securities founded or based on any of the properties and assets of the University or without any securities and upon such terms and conditions as it may think- fit and to pay out of the funds of the University, all expenses, incidental to the raising of money and to repay and redeem any money borrowed.

xxvii. To invest the funds of the University or money entrusted to the University in or upon such securities and in such manner as it may deem fit and from time to time transpose any investment.

xxviii. To maintain funds to which shall be credited:

1. All moneys provided by the Central or State Governments / University Grants commission.

2. All fees and other charges received by the University.

3. All moneys received by the University as grants, gifts, donations, benefactions, bequest or transfers and

4. All moneys received by the University in any other manner or from any other source.

xxix      To deposit all moneys credited to the fund in scheduled banks or to invest them in   consultation with the Finance Committee.

xxx 
To maintain proper accounts and other relevant records and prepare Annual Statements of Accounts including the Balance Sheet for every previous year in such form as may be prescribed by the Regulations Bye-laws.

xxxi
To constitute, for the benefit of the teaching, academic technical, administrative and other staff of the University, in such manner and subject to such conditions as may be prescribed by the Bye-laws, regulations related to pension. insurance, provident fund and gratuity; and also to aid in the establishment and support of associations, institutions, funds, trusts and conveyances calculated to benefit the staff and the students of the University.

xxxii
To delegate all or any of its powers, to any committee or sub-committee constituted by it.

xxxiii 
To establish on the advice of the Academic Council divisions and departments for the Academic work and functions of the University and to allocate areas of study, teaching and research to them.

xxxiv
To conduct examinations or tests for admission to the courses taught in the University to conduct examinations for degrees and diplomas and to declare the results of such examinations and tests and to confer, grant or award degrees, diplomas, certificates and other academic titles and distinctions.

xxxv
To establish, maintain and manage hostels for the students of the University.

xxxvi
To fix the emoluments and travelling and other allowances of examiners, moderators, tabulators and such other personnel appointed for examinations in consultation with the Academic Council and the Finance Committee.

xxxvii
To recognise and maintain control and supervision on hostels owned and managed by other agencies for the students of the University and to rescind such recognition.

To take all decisions that are necessary for the smooth and efficient functioning of the University.

To institute, on the recommendation of the Academic Council,                           degrees, diplomas, certificates and other academic distinctions.

(iv) to recommend to the Board of Management development and collaborative programmes for  departments, constituent colleges and the University ;

(v) to monitor and report the progress of all such approved development and collaborative programmes to the Board of Management once a year;

(vi) to evaluate and assess the use of development project grants by the University, departments, post-graduate centres and constituent colleges and forward the evaluation  report to the Academic Council;

(vii) to assess the future requirements of trained manpower in different disciplines and accordingly make necessary recommendations to the Academic Council regarding introduction and strengthening of relevant courses of study;

(viii) to organize academic audit of development and collaborative programmes of constituent colleges, institutions or departments, post-graduate centres, at least once in three years and make recommendations to the Academic Council for implementation;

· Academic Council  

The Academic Council being the principal academic body of the University. Its functions shall be to:

(i)    Exercise general supervision over the academic work- of the University and to give direction regarding the methods of evaluation or research or improvements in academic standards.

(ii)     Promote research within the University and to receive, from time to time, reports on such research.

(iii)    Consider matter of academic interest either on its own initiative or at the instance of the Board of Management & to take proper action thereon.
(iv)     Make arrangements for the conduct of examination in conformation with the bye-laws.

(v)     Maintain proper standards of the examinations.

(vi)      Recognize diplomas & degrees of University and other institutions and to determine equivalence with diplomas of the University.

(vii)      Prescribe courses of study leading to degrees and diplomas of the University.

(viii) Appoint examiners moderators, tabulators & such other persons in for different examinations.
(ix)     Suggest measures for inter-institutional /inter-departmental co-ordination.

(x)     Make recommendations to the Board of Management on:

(xi)     Measures for improvement of standards of teaching, training & research.

(xii)     Institution of fellowships Travelling Fellowships, Scholarships, Medals, Prizes etc.

(xiii) Establishment or abolition of colleges / departments / centres.

(xiv) Bye-Laws covering the academic functioning of the University discipline, residence, admissions, examinations award of the fellowships and studentships, free-ships, concessions, attendance etc.

(xv)      Appoint subcommittees to advise on such specific matters as may be referred to it by the Board of Management.

(xvi) Consider the recommendations of such sub-committees, and take such actions (including making recommendations to the Board of Management) as the circumstances on each case may require.

(xvii) Undertake annual reviews of the activities of the colleges / centres and to take appropriate actions (including making recommendations to the Board of Management) with a view to maintain and improving the standards of institutions.

(xviii) Exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as may be conferred or imposed upon it by the Rules and Be-laws.

(xix) Recommend creation of teaching posts to the Board of Management as may be deemed fit for departments/ centres which are not within purview of any statutory council such as MCI, DCI, AICTE etc.

(xx)     Review the conduct of examination or tests for admission to the courses taught in the University.

(xxi) Review the conduct of examinations for the different degrees and diplomas, and to declare the results of such examinations and tests, and to recommend the conference, grant or award of degrees diplomas, certificates and other academic titles and distinction.

(xxii) to make recommendations to the Board of Management regarding institution of      degrees, diplomas, certificates and other academic distinctions; 

(xxiii) to recommend to the Board of Management framing  of new bye-laws on academic matters or, amendment or repeal of existing  bye-laws on  academic matters;

(xxiv) to constitute or abolish a faculty or to combine a faculty with another faculty or to   divide a faculty. 

(xxv) to allocate subjects to the faculties 

(xxvi) to make proposals for the establishment of centres, institutions of higher learning, research and specialized studies, academic services units, laboratories and museums  in the University; 

(xxvii) to recommend  to the Board of Management stipulations regarding qualifications, consistent with those  prescribed by the University Grants Commission  or the respective statutory central councils for different categories of   vacational and non-vacational academic posts,  whether in the University or in any constituent college or institute, and prescribe  additional qualifications, if any;

(xxviii) to prescribe qualifications and norms for appointment of paper-setters, examiners, moderators  and others, concerned  with the conduct of examinations; 

(xxix) to appoint committees to review periodically the utility and practicability of the existing courses of study and the desirability  or necessity of reviewing or modifying them in the light of new knowledge or changing  societal requirements;

(xxx) to make proposals for the conduct of inter-faculty studies and area studies or regional studies, common facilities, such as instrumentation centres,  workshops, hobby centres and  museums, etc.;

(xxxi) to prescribe norms for recognition of any member of the staff of  constituent  colleges as a teacher of the University;

(xxxii) to accord recognition to institutions of higher learning, research or specialized studies on the recommendation of the committees appointed by the Council;

(xxxiii) to make proposals to the Board of Management to prescribe fees and other charges;

(xxxiv) to advise the University on all academic matters and submit to the Board of Management the details of the academic calendar and feasibility reports on academic programmes recommended by the Board ;

· Board of Examinations       

1. to ensure proper organization of examinations of various courses and common entrance tests for admissions, including moderation, tabulation and   declaration of results.

2. to appoint paper-setters, examiners and moderators from amongst the persons included in the panels prepared by the respective Boards of Studies and, where necessary, having regard to the recommendations made by the committee, referred to in sub-section (4.6),  to remove them or debar them;

3. to undertake experiments  in conduct of examination and bring about examination reforms based on results of the experiments;

4. In case of any emergency requiring immediate action to be taken, the Chairperson of the Board or any other officer or person authorized by the Chairperson in that behalf, shall take such action as considered fit and necessary, and at the next meeting of the Board, the action taken shall be reported by such person.

5. (a) In order to appoint paper-setters, examiners and moderators, the Board of Examinations may constitute committees for every group of subjects consisting of –         

the Vice Chancellor / Pro-Vice Chancellor, Chairperson;

the Dean of the concerned faculty;

the Chairpersons of the concerned Board of Studies;

two members of the Board of Studies nominated by it from amongst its    members:

Provided that, where a referee is to be appointed for evaluation of thesis and dissertation and for conduct of viva voce examinations wherever prescribed for awarding post-graduate, doctorate and higher degrees, two persons nominated by the Academic Council shall also be members on the concerned committee: -

(b) The Controller of Examinations shall be the ex officio Member-Secretary of    such committees;
(c)
The Committees shall prepare lists of persons for various examinations from amongst persons, included in the panels to be prepared by the Board of Studies and shall submit them to the Board of Examinations, which shall then appoint paper-setters, examiners, moderators or referees;
(d) No member of the Board of Examinations or the committees shall be appointed as paper-setter, examiner, moderator or referee;
(e) The committee shall obtain four sets of question papers in sealed covers in the respective subject.  The Controller of Examinations shall get one of such sealed covers containing question papers randomly drawn by the Vice Chancellor.  This sealed cover with seal intact shall then be sent to the press.
(f) Assessment of answer books for all degree examinations shall be done centrally through central assessment system.  All the answer books of an examination shall be collected at a convenient central place.  The answer books then will be given code numbers and will be masked.  All the examiners will attend the central assessment centres and they will assess the answer books at the centre only.  The answer books will then be damasked  and the result sheets will be prepared by the moderators:

(g) Provided that, the University may, adopt the same system for post-graduate courses as well whenever it considers it expedient and practicable.

6. (a) In order to investigate and take disciplinary action for malpractices and lapses on the part of candidates, paper-setters, examiners, moderators, referees, teachers, supervisors, Centres-In-charge, Centre observers or any other persons connected with the conduct of examinations, the Board of Examinations shall constitute a committee of not more than five persons of whom one shall be the Chairperson. This committee shall be called “Examination related Lapses and Malpractices Enquiry Committee”.

(b) Such a committee shall submit its report and recommendations to the Board of Examinations, which shall take disciplinary action in the matter as per the provisions in the bye-law concerning conduct of examinations.

The Board shall prepare the financial estimate for incorporation in the budget of the University and shall submit the same to the Finance and Accounts Officer.

     8.     
The Board shall arrange for strict vigilance during the conduct of the examinations so as to avoid use of unfair means by the students, teachers, invigilators, supervisors, etc.
